3. Enchanted Mosaic
Carol Fowler spoke of the quilt display, the silent auction and the great performances that will be at this year’s Enchanted Mosaic.  Tickets are still available, and can be purchased on-line, from club members or at the door.  To date $2,000 worth of tickets have been sold.

4. Proposal from the Scholarship Committee:  Joelyn Gregory
Joelyn reminded the club of the motion that was presented at the October meeting to be voted on.
The Motion:
· One female graduate chosen by each high school in the Kanata catchment area, based on criteria laid out in the Scholarship Trust document, be awarded a $1,000 scholarship to attend a university or provincially funded college of their choice.
· In addition, the Scholarship Committee will review the applications of the successful candidates and may, at their discretion, award a further one thousand dollars to one of the candidates.

Rationale:

Some programs such as Engineering have a higher tuition and therefore the club would have the ability to award the extra money that would help towards the increased tuition cost.

· The treasurer will have the ledger and supporting documents reviewed by a competent person or persons at the end of the fiscal year, May 31st. 
· The treasurer will prepare an Interim Report for the Annual General Meeting. The treasurer will also prepare a year-end report (June 1st to May 31st) and a budget to cover the upcoming year.  These will be presented at the general meeting in September and be posted on the web site.
Rationale:

9. Advocacy – Carol Fowler

CFUW/Kanata now has an Advocacy Committee: Carol Fowler, Chair; Wende Collins; Loraine Drewell; Lorraine Kirby; Louanne Lax; Nancy Metcalfe; Sandra Schofield; Prue Spry.
They had their first meeting on Wednesday, September 27, 2017. It was decided that they would follow-up on the status of the initiative to have non-State torture recognized in Canada’s Criminal Code. Carol Fowler contacted Linda MacDonald and Jeanne Sarson. Jeanne responded immediately with the information that the Minister of Justice, Jody Wilson-Raybould, is not open to changing the Criminal Code at this time. Linda and Jeanne have developed a new approach. The government has announced that it is developing a strategy to address gender-based violence, Strategy to Prevent and Address Gender-Based Violence. This very clearly falls under the jurisdiction of the Minister of the Status of Women, Maryam Monsef.  Linda and Jeanne met with the Minister and asked her to name non-State torture as a gap that presently exists in the Strategy. They deliberately chose not to ask to have non-State torture criminalized in an attempt to work around the Minister of Justice. By naming non-State torture as a gap in the Strategy, it becomes a first step in educating civil society. Their request to us was to ask CFUW Clubs to contact their MPs with the specific request that they contact Monsef requesting that she name non-State torture as a gap in the Strategy. To name it would be to respect the human rights dignity of women and girls who have been victimized, and is an effective and supportive response. CFUW/Kanata has agreed to take on this advocacy task.
CFUW/Kanata - Advocacy Committee contacted Genevieve de Breyne-Gagnon, the Advocacy Coordinator for CFUW. She fully supports this initiative. She feels it would be a strategic timing to have this sent out to the Clubs in the context of the International campaign on violence against women (16 days) at the beginning of November. CFUW/Kanata - Advocacy Committee developed a sample letter that the National Office will send out (once they have approved it) to all Clubs across the country that they may use when contacting their MPs. Carol stated that the Advocacy Committee is quite excited about this initiative and hopes that it will help to educate MPs about the issue.
