Cathie Faubert introduced our guest speaker, Prof. Christopher Dornan, professor of Journalism at Carleton and principal writer of the report:  “The Shattered Mirror: News, Democracy and Trust in the Digital Age.   
Chris spoke to the decline of the newspaper as the major form of news reporting and the trend for news today.  Social media plays a large role in how the population gathers their information about world events.  Chris addressed the concern of the accuracy of the information being broadcast through Facebook, Instagram, Twitter and other forms of social media.  We have to question the sources and the reporters.  He gave many examples on how newspapers held the interest of their readers with sections for food, business and classified.  Chris keep the audience entertained with his light humour and detailed descriptions of the media thought the 20th century.  The audience showed a great deal of interest with their questions and comments following his talk. 3. Proposal from the Scholarship Committee:  Joelyn Gregory
Joelyn spoke about the recipients of this year’s Scholarship funds from the Scholarship Committee.  Information on the each recipient can be found on the CFUW website:  http://www.cfuwkanata.ca/Scholarship-Recipients
Joelyn wished to present a motion to be voted on at the next meeting.  The scholarship Committee is requesting that $1000 be given to a student from each high school in the Kanata catchment and that a further $1000 to be awarded to a successful candidate at the Committee’s discretion.  At present there is $60,000 in the trust with another $20,000 being received shortly as the beneficiary from the estate of Anne-MarieDallaire-Sarazen. 
This motion is to be voted on at the next general meeting.

The Motion #1:  

· One female graduate chosen by each high school in the Kanata catchment area, based on criteria laid out in the Scholarship Trust document, be awarded a $1,000 scholarship to attend a university or provincially funded college of their choice.
· In addition, the Scholarship Committee will review the applications of the successful candidates and may, at their discretion, award a further one thousand dollars to one of the candidates.

Joelyn also spoke to a second motion where the CFUW/Kanata Scholarship Trust would make a onetime monetary award to Cornerstone House for Women to start a seed fun for educational purposes.  This money would help with educational costs towards a high school diploma, learned skills or for educational supplies needed to promote higher education for the women housed at Cornerstone. This motion is to be voted on at the next general meeting.

The Motion #2:

· CFUW/Kanata Scholarship Trust makes a onetime award to Cornerstone Housing for Women amounting to $5,000 to establish a seed fund to be used for educational purpose

4. Proposed By-Law Changes
By-Law #4

Executive Committee - Current Paragraph 1. 

· The members of the Executive Committee of CFUW/Kanata shall be composed of the President, Vice President, Past President, Secretary, Treasurer, Membership Convenor, Program Convenor, Publicity Convenor, Newsletter Convenor, and Interest Group Convenor. The functions of any two positions, except for the positions of President and Past President, may be combined and carried out by a single Executive Member. 
Suggested change - Replace “Newsletter Convenor, and Interest Group Convenor” (highlighted) with the following:

· Newsletter Convenor, Interest Group Convenor, and any member at large as agreed to by the Executive Committee.
Rationale:
To give someone experience with the workings of the executive.  This would be open to anyone who is a full member of CFUW/Kanata.  

After much discussion on the responsibility of the Member at Large, this proposal was tabled for further review at the next executive meeting.
By-Law #5
Duties of Committee Members - Current Paragraph 5 

· The Treasurer shall have custody of the funds of the Club,   She shall prepare the annual budget and present a financial statement at the Annual General Meeting which shall be reviewed by a competent person or persons. 
Suggested change - Replace last sentence (highlighted) with:

· The treasurer will have the ledger and supporting documents reviewed by a competent person or persons at the end of the fiscal year, May 31st.

She will prepare a year-end report (June 1st to May 31st) and a budget to cover the upcoming year. These will be presented at the general meeting in September.

Rationale:
AGM takes place in May before the official end of the fiscal year.

Change was approved with the suggestion that it should note that an interim report will be provided at the AGM.

By-Law #6

Committees - Current Paragraph 1. 

· Standing, Special and Ad Hoc Committees may be established by the Executive Committee as required.

· They shall report to the Executive Committee. These include: a) Advocacy b) Archivist/Photography c) Hospitality d) Newsletter Editors, Proof readers & Reporters e) New Members’ Liaisons f) Scholarship g) Social h) Representative to Affiliate Organizations (e.g. Ottawa Council of Women) i) Ways and Means j) Website
Suggested change: Add the following: 

· k) Communications.
Rationale:

Social media is changing the way our club publishes information.  This information needs to be verified and approved as acceptable for publication.  Standards needs to be put in place (through a committee) so that all communication published reflects the mission of CFUW/Kanata.

Change was approved

5. GWI Update – Increase in Dues

· CFUW/National needs input by October 15 so Board of Directors can vote Oct 23, 24.
Notes: 

· CFUW’s share is 6 Swiss Francs or $8.40 CDN
· CFUW bylaws prevent a dues increase until the fiscal year following adoption at an AGM. Thus CFUW cannot collect a dues increase prior to the fiscal 2019–20
CFUW/Kanata voted that a $10 increase would be acceptable from their club at the 2017 AGM on May 9, 2017.  This vote verified that the rate increase of $8.40 would be accepted by CFUW/Kanata

1. INTERNAL RESOLUTION – DUES 

The 32nd GWI General Assembly resolves that:

· The rate of annual dues to GWI payable in 2018 and 2019 is increased on the current base rate of CHF 18 by 7 CHF per capita and that capitation fees be calculated on this rate and on the number of individual members, using the dues model in accordance with the provisions of By-law 29 FOR BULLET #1 on page 87.

· The capitation fee payable by each NFA will be updated annually with the latest available World Bank GNI per capita and Human Development Index, in accordance with the new annual fee policy introduced in the revised constitution.”

2. Internal Resolution - Confirmation of Auditor and Audit Type

· The 32rd GWI General Assembly resolves to confirm PKF Fiduciaire SA as auditors for GWI for the period 2017-2019 and for a voluntary limited statutory audit as the type of audit to be carried out.

CFUW/Kanata – has no problem with this

The 32nd GWI General Assembly resolves to

· Approve the revised action plan and its attendant triennial Financial and Functional Budgets 2018-2019.
· Approve the estimates as a triennial budget and not discrete annual budgets, so that money not spent in one year can be carried forward to the next year.
· Approve that the 2017-2019 Board can adjust the budgets according to need and circumstances.

c) If not sold at the silent auction the 3rd will be donated to the police for use when responding to situations involve trauma.
